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Red Rockets and Rainbow Jelly: Sue Heap
Music 
Children will learn songs about family, friends, people and music from around the world.
Children will invent ways to find the pulse, copy-clap some rhythms of phrases from the songs, explore high pitch and low pitch in the context of the songs and use the starting note to explore melodic patterns using one or two notes.

Science 
Children will talk about some of the things they have observed such as plants and develop an understanding of growth, decay and changes over time. 
Children will learn how to show care and concern for living things and the environment, As well as plant their own seeds and help them grow.
Children will look closely at similarities, differences, patterns and change and will begin to talk about  similarities and differences in relation to living things.

Maths
Children will understand zero as an empty set.
Children will count forwards and backwards to 10 and understand ordinal numbers, naming positions. 
Children will represent numbers of a five and ten frame, match number names to numerals and write numbers to 10. 
Child will use counting all strategy to combine two sets of objects. 
Children will compare quantity, count on and back to find 1 more and 1 fewer and order numbers to 10.
Children will find number bonds for numbers up to 6. 
Art
Children will explore modern art and the work of Piet Mondrian.
Children will name and explore colour and colour mixing.
Children will paint using different tools, methods and sizes. 

Children will explore mark making and painting. 
RE
Children will learn that the bible is Christian’s special book and that it contains stories about Jesus. They will talk about things they find interesting, puzzling or wonderful and also about their own experiences and feelings about the world. Children will think about the wonders of the natural world, expressing ideas and feelings and talk about what they can do to look after it.





Computing 
Children will explore the approaches: tinkering, creating, collaboration and persevering through the provision. 
Personal Development
Children will observe a range of dances and mimic/copy some dance moves from the dance genres.
Children will begin to combine different movements to create a dance and begin to match the dance movements to music.

History
Children will know what a home is and that there are different types of homes. They will name key features of a home and think about how homes have changed over time. Children will learn that buildings such as castles and palaces are also homes and who lives there.

Children will be learning the phonemes:
