Children will look at art from the artist Claude Monet, learning what type of art he did. The children will understand the significance of the artist Claude Monet to sketching. They will practise different sketching techniques in their own art books. They will draw a section of a Claude Monet sketch using learned techniques. The children will then sketch a section a seascape from the North East moving on to creating their own commission.

Science
In science 
children will learn about seasonal changes, observing changes across the four seasons. They will observe and describe weather associated with the seasons and learn how and why day length varies. 
They will know which months of the year are associated with which seasons and the events that take place.
They will compare seasons and talk about the changes that take place in terms of weather, temperature and changes in nature.
The children will understand the cyclical nature of seasons and be able to say which season comes before or after a given season.
History
In history children will be comparing toys from the past with toys today. They will learn what toys are made from, how they work, and will compare the similarities and differences of popular toys. Children will consider how toys have changed over different time periods and will learn about the impact of battery and electricity on toys. 
Maths
Children will learn different ways to add and subtract numbers within 20. They will use their understanding of addition and subtraction to create fact families. Children will use different addition and subtraction methods, including adding by counting on, adding by making 10, subtracting by counting back and by subtracting from 10. 
Children will explore different types of 2D shapes and some basic 3D shapes. They will learn to group shapes according to different criteria and will begin to recognise, describe and continue a pattern.
Children will compare lengths and describe whether something is taller, shorter or longer. They will learn how to measure two objects for comparison using items and body parts, before moving on to measuring using a ruler.
Religious Education
Children will discuss the items they have in their home that they consider to be precious and will learn what special objects Jewish people might have in their homes. Children will be introduced to Jewish beliefs about God, as expressed in the Shema. They will explore the meaning of the words, what they teach Jews about God, and how they should respond to God. Children will look at a mezuzah, learning how it is used and how it has the words of the Shema on a scroll inside. Children will find out what many Jewish people do in the home on Shabbat, including preparation. Children will think about what would be good about times of rest if the rest of life is very busy. They will look at some stories from the Jewish Bible (Tenakh) which teach about God looking after his people. Children will consider the importance and value of celebration and remembrance in their own lives.




Year 1
Spring 1
PE
In PE, children will perform dances using simple movement patterns. They will develop balance, agility and co-ordination, and begin to apply these in a range of activities. 
Music
Children will learn that music is made up of high and low sounds, long and short sounds, and loud and quiet sounds. They will explore these sounds and create their own simple melodies. Children will learn to play, improvise and compose using a selection of the notes: C, D, E, F, F♯, G, A.
Computing
Children will be introduced to early programming concepts. They will explore using individual commands, both with other learners and as part of a computer program. Children will learn what each command for a bee-bot does and use that knowledge to start predicting the outcome of programs.

 PSHE
Children will learn about the role money plays in their lives, including how to keep it safe, choices about spending or saving money and what influences these choices. They will learn that money comes from different sources and can be used for different purposes.
English
In reading children will locate and read significant parts of the text, including picture captions and names of key characters, and will recognise and join in with predictable phrases. They will identify and record some key features of story language and practise reading and using them. Children will explain how the storyline and pictures make them feel and predict what might happen based on what they have read. They will check that a text makes sense as they read and will self-correct. Children will talk about significant features of layout, such as enlarged text, bold and italic, and will discuss word meanings, linking new meanings to those already known.
In writing children will use the conjunction ‘and’ ‘but’ to link words. They will use simple present tense and past tense, using the suffix -ed, -ing and  prefix -un. In terms of punctuation they will begin to use commas in a list and exclamation marks. The children will start to use an adjective after the noun and capital letters for proper nouns. They will also use imperative verbs for instruction.
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
