They will find out what variables are and relate them to real-world examples of values that can be set and changed. They will experiment with variables in an existing project, then modify them, before they create their own project. 




RE                                                                                                            In R.E ,children will understand why Hindus want to be good. They will recall learning about Brahman. They will explore the Hindu story from the Mahabharata, the ‘man in the well’. They will explore Hindu ideas of karma – the law of cause and effect, and how actions bring good or bad karma. They will consider some Hindu values and how they make a difference to Hindu life. They will ind out about some ways in which Hindus make a difference in the world-wide community.
English                                                                                                  In reading, children will retrieve and record information from fiction and non-fiction texts.  They will discuss and evaluate how authors use language, including figurative language, considering the impact on the reader. They will make inferences from the text and explain and justify inferences with evidence from the text.  They will describe and evaluate the style of an individual writer. In writing , children will  write a flashback story arranging paragraphs carefully, using a range of devices to signal the narrative moving backwards and forwards in time They will write a persuasive text, using persuasive language techniques to deliberately influence the reader.                                                                 In grammar, punctuation and spelling, children will spell words from the Year 5/6 statutory spelling list and revise grammar and punctuation rules.                                                                                        In oracy and drama, children will speak fluently in front of an audience. They will consciously adapt, tone, pace and volume of voice. They will present to children as an audience.  





Science                                                     In science, children will recognise that living things have changed over time and that fossils provide information about living things that inhabited the earth millions of years ago. They will recognise that living things produce offspring of the same kind, but normally offspring vary and are not identical to their parents. They will Identify how animals and plants are adapted to suit their environment in different ways and that adaptation may lead to evolution. They will be introduced to the idea that characteristics are passed from parents to their offspring. They will appreciate that variation in offspring over time can make animals more or less able to survive in particular environments.   
PSHE                                                                                                      In PSHE, children will recognise how their increasing independence brings increased responsibility to keep themselves and others safe. They will know how to differentiate between the terms, ‘risk’, ‘danger’ and ‘hazard’. They will be able to recognise, predict and assess risks in different situations and decide how to manage them and to use this as an opportunity to build resilience. To understand how pressure to behave in unacceptable, unhealthy or risky ways can come from a variety of sources, including people they know and the media. To recognise and manage ‘dares’.
