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The children will recognise that they share a responsibility for keeping themselves and others safe, including knowing that they do not need to keep secrets. The children will know about people who look after them and who to go to if they are worried. The children will know rules for and ways of keeping physically and emotionally safe, including online safety, road safety, cycle safety and safety in the environment. They will know that household products, including medicines, can be harmful if not used properly.  They will recognise the people who work in their community and who are responsible for looking after them and protecting them. Children will understand what is meant by ‘privacy’ and their right to keep things ‘private’. The children will understand what kind of physical contact is acceptable.

Year 2
Spring 1
Music 
Children will learn that music is used for many reasons and can help us to tell a story and express our feelings. They will learn that music can be loud or soft, fast or slow, smooth and connected, or short and detached. Children will discover that we can use instruments with different sounds to help communicate a story and different emotions. Children will learn to play, improvise and compose using a selection of the notes: C, D, E, F, G, A, B♭, B.
PE
In PE, children will work with circuit training to build the overall fitness of your children through a circuit of eight activities, each of which is based on a different skill. Fun practices are used each week before the children are introduced to two of the circuit activities.


Maths
Children will use multiplication and division facts of 2, 5 and 10. They will look at different ways of sharing, including sharing and grouping. The children will also investigate links between multiplication and division and odd and even numbers. The children will get a better understanding of how to measure length. They will begin by understanding what a metre is and what centimetres are and then progress to using them in real-life contexts. The children will learn about mass in the context of kilograms and grams. They will learn how to read a scale, to compare the weight of different objects and to solve word problems relating to mass. Children will gain experience in measuring temperature. They will learn about Celsius, how to read thermometers to help them understand, and they will look at the different kinds of temperatures we can measure.

RE
The children will know that the Shahadah says Muhammad is God’s messenger and know what the Shahadah is. They will find out about the message given to Muhammad by exploring the story of the first revelation he received of the Holy Qur’an on the ‘Night of Power’. The children will find out about how, where, when and why Muslims read the Qur’an and think about the idea of the Five Pillars as examples of ‘ibadah’. Children will look at how Muslims try to pray regularly.



Computing  
The children will describe a series of instructions as a sequence. They will explain what happens when we change the order of instructions. The children will know how to  use logical reasoning to predict the outcome of a program. They will explain that programming projects can have code and artwork. The children will then design an algorithm and debug a program that they have written.




 
                                                                                  

History
The children will learn What makes someone an important figure (Florence Nightingale and Mary Seacole). Children will learn about the key events in Florence Nightingale’s life and the expectations for women at the time. Children will understand the impact Florence had on the nursing profession and what nursing was like in that period. Children will find out who Mary Seacole was and the key events in her life. The children will then compare the lives of Florence and Mary and understand why they were so important in healthcare.





Science 
Children will explore and compare the differences between things that are living, dead, and things that have never been alive.
They will describe how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals, using the idea of a simple food chain, and identify and name different sources of food. Children will understand that all living things have certain characteristics that are essential for keeping them alive and healthy. They will raise and answer questions that help them to become familiar with the life processes that are common to all living things. Children will also remember that animals, including humans, have offspring which grown into adults.
English
The children will read accurately by blending the sounds in words that contain the graphemes taught so far, especially recognising alternative sounds for graphemes. They will identify key events and use to sequence. Retrieve basic information about setting, something or someone. Predict what might happen based on what has been read so far. The children will be able to  read taking into account wider punctuation such as exclamation marks. They will draw on existing vocabulary to speculate on the meaning of new words. Describe the difference between a story and a first-person recount.

As Writers the children will spell an increasing number of tricky words correctly. They will structure and write narratives with 3  parts and use appropriate adjectives and expanded noun phrases to describe and specify. The children will write a simple narrative linked to personal experience with consistent use of first person. The children will write instructions with some expansion about how to play a game. The children will demarcate many sentences with capital letters and full stops and use question marks correctly when required and I for personal pronouns. They will also use a wider range of subordination (e.g., when / if / that / because) to join clauses.

In handwriting we will form lower-case letters of the correct size relative to one another in most of our writing and use between words that reflects the sizes of the letters. 





Art
In art, children will research the artist Andy Warhol and practise the skill of print and find out what print is.  Children will use different methods of print in the style of Andy Warhol. The children will then produce a print in the style of Andy Warhol, copying one of his pieces before designing and creating their own.
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
