In French, the children will recognise, recall, and spell up to 10 animals in French with their correct determiners/ indefinite articles. They will understand that there are more determiners/ articles in French than in English.  They will use and become more familiar with the high-frequency 1st person conjugated verb ‘je suis’ (I am), from the infinitive verb ‘être’ (to be). 


PSHE

In PSHE, the children will learn about the role money plays in their own and others’ lives, including how to manage their money and about how to be a critical consumer. They will learn about the range of jobs carried out by people they know, and to understand how they can develop skills to make their own contribution in the future. They will understand that resources can be allocated in different ways and that these economic choices affect individuals, communities and the sustainability of the environment across the world. They will develop an initial understanding of ‘interest’, ‘loan’, ‘debt’ and ‘tax’ (e.g. their contribution to society through the payment of VAT). They will explore and critique how the media present information.







Computing 
In computing, the children will explore the concept of sequencing in programming through Scratch. They will be introduced to a selection of motion, sound, and event blocks which they will use to create their own programs, featuring sequences. The final project is to make a representation of a piano.


PE
In PE, children will work with circuit training to build the overall fitness of your children through a circuit of eight activities, each of which is based on a different skill. 
Maths
In maths, the children will multiply multiples of 10 by a 1-digit number. They will multiply 2-digit numbers and multiply any 2-digit number by a 1-digit number. They will multiply 2-digit numbers and multiply more 2-digit numbers. They will multiply with renaming. They will divide 2-digit numbers and understand simple division of a 2-digit number by a 1-digit number. They will divide with renaming and use long division to divide. They will solve word problems that involve multiplication and division.
Music
 In music, the children use their imaginations when creating their compositions in this unit. What do they see when they close their eyes? They will write a melody or find sounds that represent the story they want to tell.

History
In History, we will be learning all about The Romans. We will look at how they built their empire, why they invaded Britain and the impact they had on Britain. We will also be learning about Hadrian’s Wall. 


History
In History, the children will be learning about the Roman Empire and the impact it had on Britain. They will learn about who the Romans were and how they built their empire.  
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Art
In art, the children will be looking at Roman pottery. They will practice different clay techniques such as rolling, pulling and pinching. They will design their own Roman pot and make and evaluate it.  

Science 
In science, the children will be learning about forces and magnets. They will compare how things move on different surfaces. They will notice that some forces need contact between two objects, but magnetic forces can act at a distance. The children will observe how magnets attract or repel each other and attract some materials and not others. They will compare and group together a variety of everyday materials on the basis of whether they are attracted to a magnet and identify some magnetic materials. The children will describe magnets as having two poles. They will predict whether two magnets will attract or repel each other, depending on which poles are facing. They will observe that magnetic forces can act without direct contact, unlike most forces, where direct contact is necessary. They will also explore the behaviour and everyday uses of different magnets.
Religious Education
In religious education, the children will learn how festival and worship show what matters to a Muslim. They will know the meaning of the words ‘Islam’ and ‘Muslim’: based on the Arabic root ‘slm’, which means peace. They will read Surah 1 (chapter 1) of the Qur’an. They will explore how mosque is a place of prayer, teaching and community support. They will find out about the experiences of a Muslim fasting during Ramadan and how Muslims celebrate Eid-ul-Fitr at the end of the fast. They will explore how Muslims show self-control by fasting during Ramadan and why this is important.

English
In reading, children will be looking at various text types with a key focus on horror. They will use the reading skills of retrieval and prediction to analyse these texts. In writing, children will apply their knowledge of different text types to write a horror narrative with a strong dilemma, using conventions of written dialogue to show the relationships between two characters. They will also write a non-chronological report thinking about the specific audience and form. In grammar, punctuation and spelling, children will look at different openers to express time and place and look at verbs in various forms. In oracy and drama, children will watch a short scene performed by their classmates offering praise and simple suggestions for development.
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
