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In reading, children will read The Midnight Fox as nonlinear time sequence stories. Children will use skimming and scanning to locate key information and identify main ideas within a paragraph and begin to summarise. Children will draw inferences from independent reading using the text.
In writing, children will plan a complete a flashback story focussed on organisational devices e.g., times of day, repeated words and phrases, adverbial phrases and use of pronouns. Children will write an explanation text in an impersonal style.
In grammar, children will use inverted commas accurately and other speech punctuation to punctuate direct speech mostly accurately. Use present, past, progressive and perfect tense verb forms mostly accurately. Use pronouns and nouns to aid cohesion and avoid repetition. Confidently use fronted adverbials using a comma after the fronted adverbial and begin to use relative clauses.
In oracy and drama, Children will select and use a wide range of approaches to develop meaning and understanding and sustain a defined character using appropriate voice, movement, gesture and facial expression.
Art 
In Art, children will learn the skill of sketching by studying the work of Lowry and Norman Cornish. Children will learn to show line, tone and texture using different hardness of pencils and show light and shadow using shading techniques. Children will produce a sketch in the style of Lowry or Norman Cornish based on a coal mining scene. 

Science 
In science, children will be learning about the topic of sound. Children will identify how sounds are made, associating some of them with something vibrating. Recognise that vibrations from sounds travel through a medium to the ear. Find patterns between the pitch of a sound and features of the object that produced it. Find patterns between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produced it. Recognise that sounds get fainter as the distance from the sound source increases. Explore and identify the way sound is made through vibration in a range of different musical instruments. Find out how the pitch and volume of sounds can be changed.

PE
In PE, children will work with circuit training to build the overall fitness of your children through a circuit of eight activities, each of which is based on a different skill. Fun practices are used each week before the children are introduced to two of the circuit activities.

Computing 
In Computing, children will use Logo, a text-based programming language to create programs by planning, modifying, and testing commands to create shapes and patterns. Children will use a template to draw what I want my program to do and write an algorithm to produce a given outcome. Children will identify patterns in a sequence and use a count-controlled loop to produce a given outcome. 
PSHE
Children will consider what it means to take responsibility for their own safety. This will include the decisions they make and how they can stand up to peer pressure in a range of situations. They will learn about everyday risks, hazards and dangers and what to do in risky or dangerous situations. Children will look at first aid, exploring how to deal with common injuries and what to do to respond to emergency situations.
History
In History, children will learn about The Industrial Revolution. Children will learn what led to and changed during the Industrial revolution and the impact that the Industrial Revolution had on people in the UK and the wider world. Finally, children will learn what changes were implemented because of the problems that arose during the industrial revolution.
Music 
Children will sing and play musically with increasing confidence and control. They should develop an understanding of musical composition, organising and manipulating ideas within musical structures and reproducing sounds from aural memory.
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Maths
In maths children will multiply 3 digit numbers with renaming, divide 2 and 3 digit numbers with and without remainders. Children will learn how to interpret picture graphs and bar graphs. They will be introduced to line graphs and how they are used to measure change over time. Children will be introduced to hundredths. They will learn about mixed number fractions and improper fractions. They will learn how to convert between mixed numbers and improper fractions. They will learn how to add and subtract fractions.

RE
In RE, children will learn what it means to be Hindu in Britain today. Children will be introduced to the word dharma and find out how Hindu’s show their faith, exploring what Hindu families do within the week. Children will learn about Hindu celebrations of Holi, Narvarati and Durha Puja. 
French 
In French, children will repeat, recognise and attempt to spell the eight nouns (including the correct article for each) for pets in French Children will tell somebody in French if they have or do not have a pet. Children will ask somebody else in French if they have a pet. Children will tell somebody in French the name of their pet. Children will attempt to create a longer phrase using the conjunctions et (“and”) or mais (“but”).
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
