Children will learn that we can create chords in music if we play three or more pitches together. They will understand that chords provide the basis for accompaniment in music and that by using chords in compositions, we can create music that is really interesting. Children will learn to play, improvise and compose using a selection of the notes: C, D, E♭, E, F, F♯, G, A♭, A, B♭, B.
Science 
In Science, children will compare and group everyday materials based on their properties. They will investigate thermal conductors and insulators and electrical conductors. Children will learn that that some materials will dissolve in liquid to form a solution, and describe how to recover a substance from a solution. Children will also investigate the life and work of  Ruth Benerito.
Year 5
Spring 1
P.E.
In P.E, children will learn  gymnastics and focus on movement. They will develop flexibility, strength, technique, control and balance.
Religious Education
In Religious Education, children will explore the question - Why do Christians believe Jesus was the Messiah? Children will discuss what kind of person is needed when people need help; summarise expectations for a ‘Messiah’ ;read various parables for evidence Jesus was the ‘Messiah’ and think about why Christians needed a saviour. 
Art
In Art, children will look at Modern Art and  the life and work of Kurt Scwitters, who uses textiles and collages. They will also learn about  an artist called Lubaina Himid, a BAME artist, who represents life in painted pieces. Children will practice the techniques and investigate colours before designing and creating their own collage.

PSHE
In PSHE, children will learn to develop money sense. They will discuss attitudes to spending and saving and explain some financial risks and discuss how to avoid them. Children will discuss the ways advertisers try to influence consumers and what it means to be a ‘critical consumer’. They will describe what ‘value for money’ means and what a budget is. Children will discuss how money can affect people’s emotions, talk about ethical spending and learn what tax is.
French 
In French, our topic will be Au salon de thé. Children will remember and recall a wide variety of foods, snacks, and drinks (with their indefinite article/determiner) typically served in a salon de thé.  They will understand better how to change a singular noun to plural form and perform a short role-play ordering what they would like to eat and drink.
Computing  
In computing, the children will be learning about programming. Children will be introduced to a microcontroller (Crumble controller) and learn how to connect and program it to control component and the  flow of actions in a program. Children will  write algorithms and programs and will  apply the stages of programming design.

Maths
In maths, children will review all four number operations throughout the Spring term. Children will apply their skills to solving word problems that involve multiple steps and a variety of operations. Children will learn to  read and interpret information in tables and line graphs. Children will learn how to divide whole numbers to make fractions, mixed number and improper fractions and find equivalent fractions. Children will compare and order fractions.
History
In History, children will learn about the Ancient civilisation of Maya. They will use maps to locate where the Mayans lived, order events on a timeline and use drawings of Fredrick Catherwood to interpret the past. Children will learn about the way of life, how society was structured and what Mayans believed. Children will identify the  the achievements of the Ancient Mayan.
English
In reading, children will use inference and deduction and justify reasons with evidence from the text and  will  explore and discuss narrative viewpoint with reference to the text. In writing, children will write in the style of a particular author, organised into chapters and extend ways to link paragraphs using adverbs and adverbial phrases. In grammar, punctuation and spelling, children will use fronted adverbials to link ideas across paragraphs and use various ways to start sentences. They will embellish simple sentences and move clause and phrases for effect. They will apply and use homophones and statutory words. In oracy, children will consciously adapt tone, pace and volume of voice within a single context and be able to give supporting evidence e.g. citing a text.  In drama, adopt and sustain a range of roles using appropriate voice, movement, gesture and facial expression
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
