 Holley Park Academy Reading Curriculum Overview
Our Reading curriculum is designed to ensure all children know that reading is an open door to all other learning opportunities. They understand that reading frequently makes them a good reader, and being a good reader expands their world. Our children will embrace their own individual reading journey and will celebrate their reading milestones as they develop new strategies, learn new words, explore different genres, discover unknown authors, experience unfamiliar settings and unpick hidden meanings. By continually reflecting on their own reading journey, our children will not only be able to read, but most importantly, will want to read. We do this through: 
• Developing children’s’ competence in both dimensions of reading: word reading and comprehension. 
•Prioritising reading for our early and developing readers; giving them the knowledge and skills to decode, learn and recognise a growing bank of words.
• Ensuring Quality First Teaching, where every child is treated as an individual, and additional support is put in place to make sure all children can ‘keep up’.
• Fostering an appreciation and love of reading for all of our children. 
• Developing curious learners who confidently participate in dialogue by questioning, relating to, expressing views and engaging in discussions around a range of quality, engaging texts. 
• Placing books, texts and images at the heart of daily school life. 
• Ensuring all of our children transition to high school as enthusiastic, fluent and confident readers.





How do we teach and embed these progressive reading skills at Holley Park Academy?
EYFS/ Key Stage 1
At Holley Park Academy, we show fidelity to the Little Wandle: Letters and Sounds Revised scheme as our platform to teach early reading. The scheme, taught from EYFS to Year 1, is used to teach children that sounds are represented by letters and that these sounds can be blended together to form words. It is essential that our approach to teaching phonics and reading is accessible to all learners, regardless of background.
Key Stage 2
Teaching sequence over the week. 10 minutes reading a day reading to develop fluency. Teacher led. Model and echo/Rehearse and perform.
Whole class reading task/lesson/teaching of reading skills each day. 
 Lesson design. To include:
· Vocabulary
· Inference
· Prediction
· Explain
· Retrieval 
· Summarising and Sequencing
One weekly formal comprehension.
One fortnightly Readers’ Theatre




Reading The Long-Term Plan
The Long Term Reading  Plan outlines key writing outcomes for fiction and non-fiction reading skills in each year group with clear lines of progression built in across the three terms. Challenge is provided through suggestions on how the writing can be transformed so pupils are applying skills independently and are adapting writing based on audience and form thus providing opportunities for pupils to work at a greater depth within each writing outcome. Key Performance Indicators for reading are provided for each term to support teacher with making direct links between reading and writing and to ensure progression in reading throughout each year. Key texts are suggested for each Year group covering archaic texts; texts with non-linear time sequences; texts with complexity in the narrator or plot and resistant texts.
Using this document for summative assessment
At the end of each term a set of Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) are provided to enable teachers to assess key aspects of the reading curriculum pupils need to be secure in against what has been taught over the term. Teachers then make an assessment judgement as to whether the pupil is: on-track to meet the expected standard (EXS); on–track for Greater Depth within the expected standard (GDS); working towards the expected standard (WTS) or working below the expected standard (BLW). This ensures that teachers are assessing the curriculum that has been taught rather than assessing end of year objectives and ensures a common language in assessment judgements across the key stages and year groups. To make the assessment judgements teachers reflect on how well the pupils have kept pace with the curriculum taught over the term. It is NOT the intention that the statements are used as a “tick list” to calculate from. 
Internal Standardisation and Moderation 
Once a pupil has been assessed as being on-track for the expected standard or working at greater depth then an individual pupil’s work can be kept, exemplifying attainment against the KPIs. This can be used as the exemplification of the standard and therefore can be used for future standardisation and moderation activities, creating a benchmark for assessment purposes in future years. The Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) and standards materials can be used as and when necessary to take part in inter and cross school moderation activities.

-how poets play with meanings;
-nonsense words and how meaning can be made of them;
-where the appeal lies.

Learning a wider range of poetry by heart preparing poems and plays to read aloud and to perform, showing understanding through intonation, tone and volume so that the meaning is clear to an audience.

Use actions, sound effects, musical patterns, images and dramatic interpretation when performing poems, varying presentations by using ICT.
